TOTAL 2013/14 REQUESTS:  $40,700
1) The Trinity Reformed Baptist Church of Kirkland, Washington, requests an ARBCA Special Project for Cuba for 2013 in the amount of $10,000.  As in previous years, the money will be directed toward supplemental training for pastors in the ministerial training arm of the Berean Mission, the David K. Straub Pastoral Training School. These resources will be used as well for continuing education of pastors in the Los Pinos Nuevos Convention of churches and teaching in two convention seminaries. It is projected that ARBCA men will make at least three trips, perhaps four, in 2013.

1. Don Lindblad will teach Doctrine of the Church in the main seminary and in an extension seminary of Los Pinos Nuevos. This is planned for January and May. As well, he is expected to lecture on Christian Ethics in both seminaries sometime in the fall.

2. Pastor Sam Renihan has been asked to teach in one of the Los Pinos Nuevos extension seminaries and provide continuing education for pastors during the same trip, either in the spring or the fall.

3. Laws restricting formal ministry by foreigners are changing, and Don Lindblad now has the legal opportunity for personal ministry among the churches and seminary associated with Daniel Perez and the Berean Mission. He will be with them during the trips mentioned above.

Reformed Baptists through ARBCA have served the churches of Cuba for over 15 years by promoting reformation, encouraging churches and pastors, and preaching the gospel. This exciting opportunity continues; requests come regularly; and multiple trips per year are anticipated for years to come.
2) Grace Covenant Church of Olmsted Township., OH and Sycamore Baptist Church of East Moline, IL are jointly sponsoring a special project to fund the Continuing Education Project for Pastors and Elders through the IRBS. The amount requested is $50,000. Already $44,500 has been pledged. We are requesting $50,000 so that we have some leeway should expenses run a bit higher than anticipated. Total additional funds is $5,500.00.
