3. In column one below, list the declarative (statements) from verses 13-14 and
then the commands in column three.

Declarative Greek Word Command
“Suffering” (kakopathei): to
experience what is bad; to suffer
misfortune

"Cheerful” (euthemeo): well in
spirit

"Sick" (asthenia): to be without
strength. The verb commonly
refers to bodily weakness but can
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mean any kind of weakness.

4. The word "suffering” emphasizes the internal anguish caused by outward
conditions. As an answer, James commands them to pray as a constant practice.
Look at the following examples of people in distress. Who did they fturn to and
what did he/she pray?

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6. The next situation described in verse 13 is one of cheerfulness, better
translated as "joyful." Read Galatians 5:22-23. What kind of cheerfulness or
joyfulness is James talking about? Is it based on favorable circumstances? Is it
a fleeting emotion?

7. Who were clear examples of true joyfulness (Acts 16:22-30)? What were their
circumstances? How did they respond? Why do you think they could respond in
this way?

8. Songs play an instrumental part in the believer's life. They speak truth to us.
During the Passover Feast, Jesus sang a hymn with His disciples before He went
to the Garden of Gethsemane (Matthew 26:30). During the Passover, the people
of Israel sang Psalms 113-118 as they traveled to Jerusalem. What ftruths were
these songs meant tfo communicate?

9. Did you know that God Himself wrote a song? Why did God do this, according to
Deuteronomy 31:19? Read the song in Deuteronomy 32 and list 5 truths about
God the Israelites would keep in mind as they were singing this song.

12. Why do you think it would be important for a weak or sick believer to call upon
the spiritually mature, and wise men of the church?

13. According to verse 14-15, what kinds of prayers should the elders offer up in
order to restore a sick one?
