STORY:
God loved Abraham.

Shake your head “no,” and show a sad face.

Point up. Point to Abraham and then to Sarah.

Show Abraham and baby (picture 3c¢).
Clap.

Clap and encourage the children to clap.

Smile and point to the baby.
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REVIEW:

Abraham did not have a baby.

Who said, “I will give you a baby"? [God]
Abraham got very old. He did not have a baby.
Will God give Abraham a baby? [yes]
