•	 Ungodly and unrighteous people suppress the truth that there is a God. (1:18-20)

•	 Ungodly and unrighteous people don’t honor God or give Him thanks. (1:21)

•	 Ungodly and unrighteous people worship other gods, instead of the one true God. (1:22-23)

The Revelation of God’s Wrath
•	 God’s wrath is revealed as He gives people over to their sin. (1:24-32)

	◦ He gives them over to homosexual relationships. (1:26-27)

	◦ He gives them over to all kinds of ungodly behaviors. (1:28-32)
