Philippians 3:1-16

Discuss the Sermon together:
1. There were two competing ideas in the early church as it related to how a person was made righteous and ultimately saved by God. In the message pastor Chris discussed these two perspectives. What were they and how were they different?

2. If a person is made righteous by their works, why were Paul’s efforts not enough? Remind yourself of his religious resume, if a person was made righteous by works, then Paul certainly would have qualified…yet he still fell short…Why?

3. Paul stated that the greatest thing in His life was Jesus, and that his whole focus was Jesus. Why was Paul so motivated to give his entire life to serve Jesus? What did he hope to gain? Why is grace a better motivator than law?

4. If a person is righteous by faith in Jesus Christ alone, what then should motivate in us a desire to grow in holiness and in the Christian life?
