Passage
Acts 27
Discussion Questions:
1. As the 27th chapter of Acts opens, Paul the Apostle (now Paul the Prisoner) is about to sail into literally one of the greatest storms of his life. How has he been prepared to face this storm with hope?

2. There is a point during the storm when all hope has been lost. The cargo has been thrown overboard, all the boat’s tackle has been jettisoned, and now all those aboard the boat are left feeling abandoned. How can the circumstances and experiences in our lives lead to the same hopeless feelings? (v.18-20)

3. In life, we often have the feeling like we are in control. How is “control” an illusion, and how does this passage demonstrate that?

4. Paul was able to be the lone voice of hope and faith on the boat. Why was Paul able to be so confident that all would survive the trip? How did his maturing faith in God play a role? How might our own maturing faith allow us to be voices of hope when others are hopeless?

These are the moments in our life when God has delivered us from what we were sure was going to be our downfall and destruction. Share stories as a group of how God has powerfully delivered you/your family, how do those stories serve to strengthen and encourage one another?
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
