25. How does Christ execute the office of a prophet? 
Christ executes the office of a prophet in revealing to His people, by His Word and Spirit, the 
will of God for their salvation.

26. How does Christ execute the office of a priest?

28. What did Christ’s humiliation consist of? 
Christ’s humiliation consisted is His being born, and that in a low condition, made under the law, 
undergoing the miseries of this life, the wrath of God and the cursed death of the cross; in being 
buried and continuing under the power of death temporarily. 
(Isaiah 53:2-3; Matthew 27:46; Luke 2:7; 22:44; Acts 2:24-27, 31; 1 Corinthians 15:3-4; 
Galatians 4:4; Philippians 2:8; Hebrews 12:2-3)
