However, because we chose to pack up everything in 

our information booth and keep it in a van Friday 

night, the programs and literature with which we 

were entrusted were dry and ready for distribution  

on Saturday and Sunday. More than that, because we 

lowered the tent in preparation for possible Friday 

night storms, our tent was not damaged at all by the 

storm. How thankful we are for the Lordôs providen-

tial leading and safeguarding! 

 

Praise the Lord for all we have learned and will   

continue to learn from this experience! The weekend 

was filled with moments of, ñMaybe next year we 

could do it this way!ò As excited as I am about this 

yearôs venture, I am just as enthused about next year 

when we will be able to take advantage of what we 

observed and thought about in connection with our 

Log Jam ministry. In fact, information booth volun-

teers will gather for a debriefing session this Sunday, 

August 2, following the worship service to share  

observations and ideas about how to be even more 

effective in the future.
