PRAYER MAKES HISTORY 

"You shall love the Lord your God 
with all your heart, with all your soul, 
and with all your strength." (Deut. 6:5) 

By the grace of God, David Brainerd 
obeyed this first and great command­
ment. He prayed with sacrificial passion, 
pursued perfect holiness and called sin­
ners to repentance; all because he 
fervently loved the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Sad to say, some Christians may 
have a difficult time understanding David 
Brainerd's zeal and love for JESUS. "To 
him the material and physical world had 
little value. He was of the race of the 
early martyrs. To him all things were 
naught that he might attain a deeper 
spiritual fellowship with God." Brainerd's 
diary states, "Thirsting desires and 
longings possessed my soul after per­
fect holiness. God was so precious to 
my soul that the world with all its enjoy­
ments appeared vile. I had no more 
value for the favor of men than for 
pebbles." 

He spent a great deal of time in 
prayer and frequently set aside days for 
prayer and fasting. He loved to retire into 
the woods to be alone with God. "Prayer 
became Brainerd's priority and it was his 
joy to spend two hours at a time in secret 
communion with Christ. He would rise 
early in the morning and get alone with 
God to enjoy His presence. He thirsted 
for God, the living God and he was not 
disappointed!" 

David Brainerd 

Determined to share Christ, Brainerd 
embraced a life of self-denial and sacri­
fice. He spent as much as twenty hours 
a week on horseback. His diet consisted 
of hasty pudding, boiled corn, bread 
baked in the ashes, and sometimes a 
little meat and butter. His home was a 
small log room complete with a heap of 
straw laid upon boards for a bed. 

David Brainerd consistently and fer­
vently interceded for the lost souls of the 
American Indians. Often he would travail 
with such earnestness that when he rose 
from his knees he was covered in sweat 
and could hardly walk straight. Like the 
persistent widow in Luke 18, David 
Brainerd's prayers were finally answered. 
Entire camps of Indians were converted 
by the power of God as he proclaimed a 
message of repentance and grace. 

"Old men and women who had been 
drunken wretches for years, and little 
children not more than six or seven years 

of age appeared in distress for their 
souls. There was almost universal pray­
ing and crying for mercy. Many could 
neither go nor stand." 

The countless hours spent in prayer 
and fasting, his faithfulness in spite of 
physical weakness and having to endure 
the most terrible hardships, were now 
rewarded openly. The fire of the Lord fell. 
The remarkable thing was that all this 
happened at a time when he confessed 
that his hopes were at their very lowest. 
He had seriously entertained thoughts of 
giving up while on the very brink of glory 
and blessing. 

Brainerd now saw a remarkable 
change in the lives of the Indians. He 
recorded in his diary, "I know of no 
assembly of Christians where there 
seems to be so much of the presence of 
God, where brotherly love so much 
prevails ... " 

David Brainerd poured a lifetime of 
holy passion, prayer and preaching into 
four short years. He ministered from 
1743-1747, dying of tuberculosis at the 
age of 29, "Brainerd once wrote in his 
diary, I longed to be a flame of fire con­
tinually glowing in the divine service an,d 
building up of Christ's kingdom to my last 
and dying breath. That prayer was abun­
dantly answered."

Childlike Humility 
What is it that continues to postpone a mighty visitation of the Holy Spirit? 

Why are our home groups and prayer meetings still less than glorious and fruitful? 
I believe the great hindrance in our midst is ourselves! We have not yet come to 
the end of ourselves in brokenness and childlike humility. The Church as a 
whole is still not UNITED in recognizing its own spiritual poverty. Standing in 
the shadow of broken promises and frustrated plans, many still refuse to admit 
their own failure. Many are searching for a new method to remedy the 
Church's dilemma, when all God wants is a little honest humility. Where 
humility is, the Spirit of God is always present. Where a deep sense of need is recognized the "I love you" of the Father is always 
heard. Don't we believe the promises of God? "The humble He guides injustice and the humble He teaches His way. " - Psalms

25 :9. "He does not forget the cry of the humble. " - Psalms 9: 12. "The Lord lifts up the humble. He casts the wicked to the ground. " 
- Psalms 147:6. "For thus says the High and Lofty One who inhabits eternity, whose name is Holy; I dwell in the high and holy

place, with him who has a contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the humble and to revive the heart of the contrite ones. "
- Isaiah 57: 15. God sets Himself against the proud and haughty, but gives continual grace to the lowly and humble. James 4:6.

The problems facing the Church in our day seem endless and at times overwhelming. Many with the best of intentions have 
created every imaginable ministry, equipped with an answer for every need. Yet many supposed needs are often only a shadow 
of the real problem. Are we busy answering questions that don't need to be answered? Have we been distracted, picking leaves 
that will only grow back, while never touching the root of our own stubborn pride? I am afraid many have tried to improve 
the Gospel at the expense of Christ's call to childlike humility. The promises of God offers the Church GREAT HOPE! That 
is, if we as a UNITED people will by God's grace meet the conditions. 2 Chronicles 7: 14 says, "If My people who are called

by My name will HUMBLE themselves and pray, and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, 

will forgive their sin, and will heal their land." Either God has lied to us or we are lying to ourselves! 

IFIRE!I 
Zeal is a contagious, but not a popu­

lar, element. Our fathers took their tea 
piping hot; we take ours iced. Iced Christi­
anity is more popular and tasteful than iced 
tea. We can endure in our churches enough 
warmth to take the chill off, but more than 
this is offensive. We have added many 
good elements to our preaching, but these 
cannot make up for the loss of fervor. The 
average mind can only be moved to action 
by a flame. Some men may pull through to 
heaven on a cold collar, but they are the 
exception. A dwindling flame destroys the 
vital and aggressive forces in church life. 
God must be represented by a fiery 
church or he is not truly represented. 
God is all on fire, and his church, if it be like 
Him, must also be aflame with the great 
and eternal interests of religion. Zeal need 
not be fussy to be consuming and forceful. 

Christ was as far removed as possible from 
nervous excitability, the very opposite of 
intolerant or clamorous zeal, and yet the 
zeal of God's house consumed him. 

The lack of ardor in Christian profes­
sion or action is a sure sign of the want of 
depth and intensity. The lack of fire is the 
sure sign of the lack of God's presence. 
To abate fervor is to retire God. God can 
tolerate many things in the way of ihfirmity 
or error. He can pardon much when one is 
repentant, but two things are intolerable to 
Him, insincerity and lukewarmness. Lack 
of heart and lack of heat are the things that 
He loathes. "I would thou wert cold or hot.

So then because thou art lukewarm, and 
neither cold nor hot, I will spew thee out of 

my mouth," is God's judgment on our lack 
of fire in the Church. Fire is the motor that 
moves the Christian life. Christian prin­
ciples that' are not aflame have neither 
force nor perfume. Flame is the wing by 
which faith ascends, and fervency is the 
soul of prayer. Love is kindled in a flame, 
and fire is the air that true religion breathes. 
It feeds on fire. Christianity can stand 
anything better than a feeble flame.
