A Study of the Gospel according to John
Fall Session 5 – Resurrection Effects Foretold
Read: John 16:1 – 33 
There is only One God, and He has only One Son, whom He loves beyond anything we could ever dream.  To demonstrate that love, God set His Son up as the only way to approach Him.  All of us must approach God in the name of His Son.

1. Jesus warned the believer that religionists would persecute His followers.  What is the primary reason for the persecution by religionists? (Read verse 3)

2. Jesus foretold that he would be persecuted.  How can the believer (his disciples and you) be prepared for the persecution that is coming? 

3. Jesus said that it was best that He depart and not be physically present. How can we (believers) be better off with the Holy Spirit than with the physical, bodily presence of Jesus? 

4. What are the three primary things that the Holy Spirit convicts the world?
5. Read verse 11.  How is the judgment of Satan (the prince of this world) accomplished by Christ?

6. In reading verses 12 – 13, we discover at least three ways by which the Holy Spirit guides us as believers.  What are they?

Jesus revealed and proclaimed the resurrection and its effects on the world.  Verses 16 – 33 is one of the great passages on the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  It lays out more than we could ever imagine.

7. What is the illustration that Jesus provided about the contrast between sorrow over death and the joy of the resurrection?

8. In reading verses 23 and 24 we discover two tremendous promises that Jesus makes for those who asks in Jesus’ name.  What are they? 

9. Why does Jesus say He will not have to beg the Father to receive and hear the believer?
