A Study of the Revelation of Jesus Christ

To John the Apostle

Session 10 – Final Triumph over Evil
Read: Revelation 11:1 – 19 
This is one of the most important and one of the most exciting chapters in Revelation.  It is a summary, an overview of the rest of the book.  It foreshadows and pictures the things that are yet to come in the book of Revelation 

1. John is instructed to take a rod and measure the temple, its altar and the people who worship there.  The words rod and measure are used in the Bible in two ways.  Read the following scriptures and identify the ways in which they are used.  Zechariah 2:1-5; 2 Samuel 7:14; 8:2; 2 Kings 21:13; Psalm 2:9; Isaiah 34:11; Lamentations 2:8. 
How are these ways related to what John is told to do?
2. When you read verse 11:2, why would the Gentile court and the city of Jerusalem not be measured for judgment? 

The antichrist will turn against all who call upon God and who refuse to bow down before the state and give the state their first allegiance.  The antichrist will destroy Jerusalem and the temple and will launch the worst holocaust the world has ever seen.  However, because of God’s great love and because of the godly people of Israel, God is going to turn Israel.  God is going to save Israel.
3. Two great witnesses will be sent to bear testimony to Israel and to the world.  What is their message?  How long will they witness and why is the time significant?
4. What kind of power will they possess?  How is this power related to be the same as that of Elijah and Moses?
5. Who is the antichrist?  Read the following scriptures and note what Scripture calls him. 
Matthew 24:15: He is the ________________ of ________________prophesied by Christ. 

2 Thessalonians 2:3-4: He is the _______ of __________ prophesied by Paul.

Daniel 7:25: He is the __________   ___________ prophesied by Daniel.

6. After being killed by the antichrist, the two witnesses are resurrected and caught up to heaven.  What is the great vindication that the two witnesses will receive?  What does this suggest about the Jews in Jerusalem?
7. The Third Woe is coming quickly.  By woe is meant a period of extreme grief, distress, suffering, affliction, and calamity.  Remember there are to be only three woes. What were the first two woes and where are they found in Book of Revelation? 
8. As soon as the angel gave a glimpse into the future that showed the victory of God, the twenty-four elders fell on their faces before God.  What are three things for which they praised Him? 

9. There will be the final rebellion of the nations against the Lord Jesus Christ. What will be the result for the ungodly nations and people of this earth?  
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
